« SCIENCE AND ART: COMMON AVENUES 
TOWARDS BEAUTY AND TRUTH» 
 

      Following the successful organisation of the 1st International Interdisciplinary Conference «Science and Art» in June 2005, the Hellenic Physical Society (EEF) now proceeds to the organisation of the 2nd INTERNATIONAL INTERDISCIPLINARY CONFERENCE «Science and Art». 
      The Conference will be held at the Technopolis of the Municipality of Athens (in the region of Gazi in Athens), from the 17th to the 20th of January, 2008.  

      The two aforementioned international conferences (along with several regional colloquia organised by the EEF across the country), constitute parts of EEF’s ongoing research on the interactions between Science and Art and their common purposes.
      With these activities, Hellenic Physical Society contributes by: 
      A) Fostering the role of Science in contemporary cultural affairs, both in Greece and abroad. 
      B) Highlighting the significance and enhancing the impact of the Physical Sciences in the domains of the Arts, whilst raising the awareness of scientists (and laymen alike) in the aims and the prevailing theoretical and practical problems encountered in the Arts. 

      The central theme of the 2nd International Interdisciplinary Conference «Science and Art» is «Science and Art: Common Avenues Towards Beauty and Truth». 
      Two main assumptions can be traced in modern times (from the 17th century onwards) regarding the relationships among Science, Art, Beauty and Truth:
      - That Science is the par excellence method for seeking the Truth, while it is also perceived as being less keen (than Art) to search for Beauty, as it often considers Beauty to be a purely subjective category.
      - That Art has many ways of representing and reproducing the Beauty of the physical World, but is inadequate to seek the Truth in it. 

 The Conference aims to fathom the validity of these assumptions. In so doing, it aims to examine the ways in which Science, in its quest for Truth, reaches some Hidden Beauty, whereas Art, in its effort to see beyond the realm of Beauty, poses questions unravelling the Truth that may be lying beneath. 

      Hence, with the organization of the 2nd I.I.C. on Science and Art, the EEF aims to:
      A) Contribute to the dialogue between Science and Art, as it firmly believes that Science and Art constitute the two prevailing avenues for seeking Beauty and Truth in the world. 
      B) Contribute to the scope of problems addressed by both Science and Art, not only in research, but also in education (For this reason, a special Workshop and Session dedicated to Education is envisaged, with the view of initiating the younger generations to the issues and themes presented above).
       The papers to be presented to the Conference by invited scientists and artists (30 min. duration each) and the papers selected for presentation (20 min long each) by the Scientific Committee of the Conference will relate to the topics given below.
